Maria Alexandrou studied music and theater performing arts at the Indiana University of
Pennsylvania. During the last four years, she has been engaged with improv theater. She
worked at the former cultural center BLEND. the space in Limassol as a theater facilitator,
exploring various techniques and practices of improvisational theater and pantomime. This
led the group to the presentation of three different performances: one short form, one long
form and one that combined improvisation and pantomime techniques. Thus, the term
“improv mime” was born.

As a member of the cultural group | Parastasi, she participated in various musical
performances organized by the group, both as a singer and an actress. Moreover, since
2016 she is an active member of the female vocal ensemble Cantus Novus Femina (one of
Cantus Choral Music Center Angelina Nicolaidou’s ensembles) which appears in various
concerts, events, choral festivals and competitions, both in Cyprus and abroad. Last
September, she joined the inclusive theater collective Koullou | Makka.

The idea of "Pou Tountous Toutous" was born at a gathering in April 2021. The band
members, who had just met, discovered that one plays guitar, the other drums and the third
bass. For vocals, the band originally had a fourth member, who decided to leave after some
time. That left the three of them, with the bassist taking over the vocals. The first rehearsals
took place in a garage, in the garden of the house where the drummer used to live, and the
music of choice was, and still is, punk. In November 2022, when the idea of Apothiki in
Kaimakli began to develop, the band started rehearsing there. A month later, they
participated in the opening party of the space. Since then, "Pou Tountous Toutous ", play in
various occasions, conditions and districts, became an Apothiki house-band, and recorded

their first album entitled "Punk Kaimakliou".

Dalibor Sandor is a performer with Per.Art, a group of disabled and non-disabled artists. His
work explores video games, fantasy, horror, self-advocacy, and the social reality of disabled
people. In 2021, he created the lecture performance “Something Very Special” in
collaboration with colleagues, as part of the DIS_Lecture series. This series invites artists
with learning disabilities to reappropriate the lecture performance format, challenging its
ableist qualities. DIS_Lecture, designed by Sasa Asenti¢, promotes critical culture and
solidarity in dance.

Sandor's earlier work includes “We Are Not Monsters” (2019), created with Xavier Le Roy,
Olivera Kovacevi¢ Crnjanski, Alexandre Achour, Scarlet Yu, Sasa Asenti¢, and the Per.Art
group. He also actively discusses his artistic practice in public forums, television, radio, and
digital media.

Louise is a queer, disabled performance artist, curator, writer, activist, therapist and
educator based in Cape Town, South Africa. Their work is dedicated to exploring themes of
illness, body, consciousness, post-humanism, anti-speciesism, trauma, healing, and social
justice. They hold a BA (Hons) from the University of Cape Town.

Their critically acclaimed performances have been featured on numerous South African
platforms, including the National Arts Festival, Infecting The City, ICA Live Art Festival,
Artsability Festival, Vrystaat Kunstefees, as well as the IntegrArt Festival in Switzerland.
Westerhout is an artist-in-residence in the University of Johannesburg'’s Arts & Culture artist

in residence programme for 2024.

These continuous
questions aim to activate the space democratically, fostering a form of communication that
transcends the boundaries of conventional debate. Through this sustained questioning, we
seek to reclaim a shared horizon—a “not yet” space open to everyone, shaped by collective
exploration beyond traditional time constraints.

With 10 active members, the team explores collaborative practices while expanding ideas about
the body in relation to social constructs, such as the notion of time, gender and disability as well
as the boundaries of public and private spaces. Koullou|Makka has presented numerous public
performance interventions and collaborated with local organizations, including YEU, RESET, the
Centre of Social Innovation (CSI), and Ipogeia Skini NGO, through teaching workshops and
facilitating other inclusive events.
